TODAL—Every map should have it!!

Title:  
What?  Where?  When?  Choose a title that is appropriate.

Orientation:
This helps orient you to the direction of the map (Compass Rose)

Date:

This tells us when the map was made.

Author:
Who made the map?

Legend or Key:
This tells us what the symbols or colors on the map mean.

Some maps need SIGS

Scale:
This tells us the distance a unit of measure represents on the map.

Index:
This helps us to know what can be found on your map.  Everything that is labeled—cities, countries, oceans, must be listed in alphabetical order.

Grid:
This is the series of lines on a map that help you locate information.  (latitude & longitude)

Source:  
This tells us where the mapmaker obtained his information about the map.
